are all so blessed just as the woman 
was in this story.  She knew she was a 
sinner and she wanted to be saved 
from her sins.  She believed that Jesus 
was the one who could save her and so 
she sought Him out.  Maybe it wasn’t 
in a very orthodox way, at least not ac-
cording to the Pharisees.  They kept 
trying to see if they could trick him and 
get something he was doing that they 
could use against him.  One Pharisee 
named Simon decided he would invite 
Christ for dinner.  He wanted to im-
press this stranger who was wondering 
about town and performing miracles.  
He put out a festive banquet and invit-
ed the people he wanted to have.  But 
when the banquet was started a wom-
an came in who was known around the 
town as a sinner.   
 
She entered the home of Simon and 
was carrying an alabaster box with her 
with an expensive ointment.  She went 
to Christ and wept.  She washed his  

feet with her tears and dried it with her 
hair.   Then she anointed His feet with 
the oil. 
 
Well, the Pharisee wasn‘t about to go 
this far!  Simon began to doubt if he 
had really chosen the right person to 
attend the banquet.  After all, if this 
was a real prophet he would  have 
known that she was a sinner; and he 
was a Pharisee.  He wasn’t a common 

sinner! 
 
Christ knew what 
was going on in-
side his head and 
he approached 
Simon and told 
him he had some-
thing to say to 
him.  Simon told 
him to speak what 
was on his mind.  
Christ told him 
“There was a cer-

tain creditor which had two debtors: 
the one owed five hundred pence, and 
the other fifty.  And when they had 
nothing to pay, he frankly forgave 
them both. Tell me therefore, which of 
them will love him most?” Simon said 
as many of us would that the one who 
had owed the most would be the cor-
rect answer.  He was thinking that this 
sinful woman certainly would not have 
given much to Christ.   
 
Christ then told Simon that the woman 
had washed his feet with her tears and 
dried them with her hair.  She had 
kissed His feet.  Simon had done none  

of these things.  He hadn’t even given 
him water to wash his feet.  Christ 
then told him “Her sins, which are 
many, are forgiven; for she loved 
much: but to whom little is forgiven, 
the same loveth little.” Luke 7:47.  
The lady had given all she had.  Si-
mon was putting on a banquet, but 
with the wrong attitude.  
 
How often we do things for the wrong 
reason or try to impress people for the 
wrong reason.  We all sin.  The best 
words we hear every day are “Thy sins 
are forgiven.” Luke 7:48.  Even the 
other people eating there began to 
question and wondered if this man 
could really forgive sins.  We have 
that same gift today and every day.  
All we need to do is show God our 
love for Him in many ways and he will 
forgive us our sins.  We don’t have to 
wash someone’s feet and pour per-
fume on them.  He heals us just as we 
are with all our sins. God has a gift for 
us each day, but we sometimes don’t 
accept it and think we can “go it 
alone” until something happens and 
then we call on God.
